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Everyone's invited...Agatha Christie, Monsieur. Pamplemousse, Sherlock 
Holmes, Billie Lauder, Inspector Cluesew AND Inspector Clouseau.....wait!!! 
Billie Lauder? Of course! You just can't have this Mystery without Billie 
Lauder!!! 
 
Sit down and be prepared to take in all the information you'll need to discover 
the "final solution"...... there are all the usual "suspects" involved!!! You may 
need to use a "weapon" or two, and the "clues" will be obvious in due time!  
 
You must be patient and trust your instincts for more than likely there will be 
many dead ends to explore!  
And remember, it's called a MYSTERY....the clues will all be available, but the 
final solution doesn't come until the end! 

Weapons 
 
Here's the standard list of weapons that are involved in this mystery.   
 
Make sure you have what you need  
and what you feel comfortable using during a mystery… 

Rotary Cutter 
Rotary Cutting Mat 
Plastic ruler (several sizes if you feel better with lots of ammunition!) 
Scissors 
Plastic sandwich baggies 
Pins 
Sewing Machine with neutral thread (grey or off-white) 
Fabric Marking pencil or pen 
Favorite snack and drink 

Choosing Fabrics  
(Creating 'Suspects')  

Fabric  Yardage  What you're looking for in these fabrics  

LIGHT #1 1 yard  

LIGHT #2 1-1/4 
yards 

DARK #1 1-1/4 
yards 

This is the fabric to start picking from!!!! 
Bold and strong, prints.  Your focus fabric.  Your favorite. 

DARK #2 1-1/2 
yards 

You can go for the monochromatic look and have this be 
a Dark from the same color family as Dark #1. 
Use a dark solid that is from one of the other colors in 
your Dark #1 

MEDIUM 2 yards Use one of the colors from Dark #1 
Combined with Dark #1,  
it determines the color of your quilt. 

For both Light #1 and Light #2: 
Light, neutral colors; you can choose more than one fabric 
per description 
They can be from the same color family 
Two different color families with one matching Dark #1 
and one matching Dark #2 

Avoid "muddy" fabrics. All of these fabrics will touch each other somewhere on 
the quilt. 

 
The above yardages do not include fabrics required for the binding and back-
ing. Once you decide the fabrics for your quilt, chose your binding fabric of ap-
proximately 1/2 to 2/3 of a yard. The backing can be one piece of 90" wide 
fabric, or piece traditional width fabrics so that the backing will be  
approximately 4 inches wider than the finished top.

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�  1/4" seams included 
�  FQ means Fat Quarter of fabric 
�  "FQ width" strips = 22" 

(i.e., 22" divided by 2-1/2" is 8 and a bit more.

4 x 8 = 32, the number of units you need in Clue #1.)

You may be wondering about the measurements for Suspects Q and R. You will 
have to measure the length of your quilt top down the center...take that measure-
ment and cut two strips 2-1/2" by that measurement. These will be Suspect Q 
pieces. Sew them to either side of the quilt top. For Suspect R, measure the quilt 
top from side to side across the center....take that measurement and cut two 
strips 4-1/2" by that measurement. Sew to top and bottom of the quilt top.
